These activities can be done individually, in partners, or in small groups.

. What does the student know?

2. Name the flowers in Mr. Crankfender’s garden and their colors.
. What does the student comprehend?
1. Why did Mr. Crankfender’s wheels creak when he rolled out of the house?

2. How did Franklin know that it was EJ’s disc that broke the birdhouse?

. What can the student apply?

1. What would you have done if you or your friend had broken something that
belonged to a neighbor? A friend?

2. Talk/think about a time when you broke something and did not tell the person.
How did you feel?

. How does the student analyze?
1. Why did Mr. Crankfender wink at EJ at the end of the story?

2. What were they laughing about?

. How does the student synthesize?

1. What would have happened if EJ had not gone to help Mr. Crankfender?
2. What other ways could EJ help care for Mr. Crankfender?

. How does the student evaluate?

1. Do you think Johnny should have helped EJ with the chores for
Mr. Crankfender? Why or why not?

2. Do you think EJ will continue to help Mr. Crankfender around his house?
