. Either have the students/parents provide ice cream and
a favorite topping (or facilitator can provide some or all,
if desired)

. Pair students up and have each “serve” the other by

making their partners sundae for them and presenting it
to them. Alternatively, have the boys serve the girls.

If ice cream social is too much to do, then do the same with a blender
and make smoothies.
